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RESUMEN

La presente investigacion se realizd con el proposito de determinar el nivel de
comunicacion familiar y autoestima en estudiantes de secundaria de una institucion
educativa del anexo Vega, Ayacucho, 2021. La metodologia de acuerdo con
(Hernandez Fernandez y Batista 2014) es de enfoque cuantitativo, nivel correlacional,
disefio no experimental de corte transversal y muestreo tipo probabilistico. La muestra
estaba conformada por 43 estudiantes. Para procesamiento de datos se aplico la escala
de comunicacion familiar de David Olson (2006) y escala de autoestima Rosenberg
(1973). Los datos fueron analizados y procesados en el programa de Excel y SPSS 25, con lo
que se elabor6 tablas y graficos interpretados y para obtener los siguientes resultados; de 100%
de estudiantes, 41,9%, mantienen comunicacién familiar buena el 55,9% estudiantes
mantienen comunicacion familiar regular, y el 2,3 % de estudiantes tienen
comunicacion familiar mala. Asi mismo con respecto al autoestima, 58,1%, de
estudiantes con nivel de autoestima alto, 25,6% de estudiantes con nivel de autoestima
media y finalizando 16,3% de alumnos con nivel de autoestima bajo. Para los
resultados de la hipdtesis se utilizo el estadigrafo Tau-b de Kendall con el nivel de
correlacional 0,186 siendo P — valor = a. ,175 y esta es mayor al a = 0.05 e indica que
no existe suficiente evidencia para rechazar la Ho, en conclusion, no existe relacion
entre comunicacion familiar y autoestima lo cual indica que la comunicacion familiar

y autoestima son independientes entre si y no comparten variabilidad en estudiantes.

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ABSTRACT
The present research was carried out with the purpose of determining the level of
family communication and self-esteem in high school students from an educational
institution in the Vega annex, Ayacucho, 2021. The methodology according to
(Hernéndez Ferndndez and Batista 2014) is of a quantitative approach, correlational
level, non-experimental cross-sectional design and probability-type sampling. The
sample consisted of 43 “students. For data processing, the family communication scale
of David Olson (2006) and the Rosenberg self-esteem scale (1973) were applied. The
“data were analyzed and processed in the Excel and SPSS 25 programs, with which
interpreted tables and graphs were elaborated and to obtain the following results; of
100% of students, 41.9%, maintain good family communication, 55.9% students
maintain regular family communication, and 2.3% of students have poor family
communication. Likewise, with regard to self-esteem, 58.1% of students with a high
level of self-esteem, 25.6% of students with a medium level of self-esteem, and 16.3%
of students with a low level of self-esteem finished. For the results of the hypothesis,
Kendall's Tau-b statistic was used with a correlation level of 0.186 with P - value = a.
, 175 and this is greater than a = 0.05 and indicates that there is not enough evidence
to reject the Ho, in conclusion, there is no relationship between family communication
and self-esteem, which indicates that family communication and self-esteem are

independent of each other and do not share variability in students.
