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RESUMEN

El desarrollo de habilidades fonoldgicas es una practica pedagdgica que no viene
siendo priorizada en el nivel inicial, ello lo constatamos cuando observamos nifios
con dificultades para poder distinguir sonidos y silabas en las palabras, dicha realidad
se observo en nifios de 5 afios de la I.LE.P. “Getsemani”; ante lo cual, se planted los
cuentos infantiles como recurso educativo a fin de favorecer en los nifios el
reconocimiento de sonidos y silabas en las palabras del cuento narrado. Por
consiguiente, el proposito de estudio fue demostrar la relacion entre el cuento infantil
y la conciencia fonoldgica de nifios de inicial de la LE.P. “Getsemani”, Paita-Piura. L0S
quince nifios de 5 afios conformaron la poblacion de estudio, por lo cual, corresponde
indicar que se optd por el muestreo no probabilistico y por conveniencia; en cuanto a
la metodologia, ésta corresponde al enfoque cuantitativo, nivel explicativo y disefio
correlacional. Se utiliz6 la observacion, como técnica y como instrumento, la
“Prueba Destinada a Evaluar Habilidades Metalinguisticas de tipo Fonoldgico
(PHMF)”, instrumento adaptado de: ““Yakuba (1999) de la Pontificia Universidad
Catolica de Chile”. Los resultados muestran una relacion estadisticamente
significativa, con grado de relacion moderada y directa, con lo cual se pudo concluir,
que actividades didacticas como la narracion de cuentos infantiles rimados favorece
el desarrollo de habilidades fonoldgicas, tales como; conocimiento de sonidos
(Conciencia Fonémica) y conocimiento de silabas (Conciencia Silabica) en las
palabras del texto narrado.

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ABSTRACT

The development of phonological skills is a pedagogical practice that has not been
prioritized in the initial level, we see this when we observe children with difficulties
to be able to distinguish sounds and syllables in words, this reality was observed in
5-year-old children of the I.LE.P. "Getsemani"; Before which, children's stories were
considered as an educational resource in order to favor in children the recognition of
sounds and syllables in the words of the narrated story. Therefore, the purpose of the
study was to demonstrate the relationship between the children's story and the
phonological awareness of early childhood children of P. "Getsemani", Paita-Piura.
The fifteen 5-year-old children made up the study population, therefore, it should be
noted that non-probability and convenience sampling was chosen; Regarding the
methodology, it corresponds to the quantitative approach, explanatory level and
correlational design. Observation was used, as a technique and as an instrument, the
"Test Aimed at Evaluating Phonological Metalinguistic Skills (PHMF)", an
instrument adapted from: "Yakuba (1999) of the Pontificia Universidad Catdlica de
Chile". The results show a statistically significant relationship, with a moderate and
direct degree of relationship, with which it could be concluded that didactic activities
such as the narration of rhymed children's stories favors the development of
phonological skills, such as; knowledge of sounds (Phonemic Awareness) and
knowledge of syllables (Syllabic Awareness) in the words of the narrated text.
